G.S.R. 949(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by clauses (xv) and (xvi) of sub-section (2) of Section 96 of the
Protection of Plant Varieties.and Farmers’ Rights Act, 2001(53 0f2001), the Central Government hereby makes the following
rules further to amend the Protection of Plant Varieties and Farmers’ Rights Rules, 2003, namely :—

1. (1) These rules may be called the Protection of Plant Varieties and Farmers’ Rights (Amendment)
Rules, 2010. :

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in Official Gazette.
2. Inthe Protection of Plant Varieties and Farmers’ Rights Rules, 2003,—
() inrule 29, in sub-rule (1), for clause (c), the following clause shall be substituted, namely :—

“(¢) The DUS testing shall be field and multi-location based for at least two similar crop seasons and special
tests will be laboratory based :

Provided that in the case of trees and vines there shall be an option on the manner of the DUS testing
that a panel of three experts shall visit the On-farm test sites for two similar crop seasons as may be
specified.”

(i) inthe Second Schedule, in column (3), against serial number 1, relating to conducting tests, for the exiting
entry, the following entries shall be substituted, namely —

“(1) Dependent on the nature and type of test subject to a maximum of Rs. 50,000 per entry.

(2) For On-farm DUS testing, fee shall be dependent on the location of DUS test sites subject to a
maximum of four times of the fee specified for item (1).”
