The auditors

have not mentioned any qualification in the accounts and noted that the financial

statements read together with the accounting policies and notes on account give a true and

fair view in conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India.

The members discussed each point of the report and expressed satisfaction that the

audit report contains no adverse remark on annual account of the Authority. However, the

members desired that some deficiencies concerning maintenance of various registers

which have been brought to the notice by CAG should be properly rectified by maintaining

and updating all relevant registers by the office of the Authority. It was assured that

necessary action in this regard will be taken expeditiously.

The Authority adopted the audit report submitted by the CAG. This along with the

financial account for the year 2009-10 shall be forwarded to the DoAC for laying before the

Parliament.
